library was created in 2010 as part
of the objectives of improving the
educational quality of Honduras
Rising.
Don Sapo's Treasure is the
emblematic  program of Honduras
Rising, as this is the first program by
which the pedagogical work began.



The mobile library was conceived to bring a quality
pedagogical offer to hard-to-reach rural
communities. 
 Its contents: Books, exercise sheets, games, puppet,
a musical instrument, feltboard, leave your message
notebook, instructions poster.

Traveling









The annual activity of the mobile library
is the Don Sapo contest.
Each year the students  participate by
writing a story or drawing of the
assigned topic.
The childrens' works are edited and
incorporated into the library making
them known to other students.
These creations show us the students'
thoughts, their vision about the
environment, community, family,
biodiversity, ecosystems and their future.

The Contest





Throughout the ten years of use, the program
has helped improve annually the education of
1500 children distributed across 42 schools in
the municipality of Taulabé and San José de
Comayagua.
It has been difficult to establish quantitative
indicators of the program's benefit, but the
messages we receive from the children give us a
qualitative evidence of the pleasure they have in
reading the books, using the resources of the
boxes and receiving the contests prizes.

The pandemic



Of 2 millon enrolled in 2020,
1.6 millon were enrolled in 2021.
(pre-school, elementary, middle
and high school).  

The pandemic hit Honduras' school
system hard.



Dropout in 2020: 103,000 students. 
Dropout in 2021: 80,000 students.
5% of total enrollment (elementary,
middle and high school)
Of the students who continued in
the  system, they lost 15-20% of the
expected level of learning in their
grade.
